The HART group are a volunteer organisation whose expertise and training is used throughout Scotland in a variety of ways from demonstrations, talks. 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The team organised a comprehensive training course for the rig crew through the 14th / 15th Dec. and returning to complete the remaining compliment of the crew on 11th / 12th Jan. The course itinerary is as follows:

The sessions involve a structured programme in the classroom for the theory of line Rescue.
Followed by practical demonstrations on techniques and equipment used.
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The crews are split into manageable groups for a final practical exercise to demonstrate their acquired skills. The scenario for the practical exercise is the recovery of an unconscious casualty,  Using a Neil Robertson stretcher, from the starboard floater / ballast tank via the escape shaft, a vertical distance of some 50meters deep by a maximum 0f 37 cm wide.

Times are recorded from the commencement of rigging up – to the transfer of the casualty from the ballast tank up though the escape shaft and landing safely on the deck.
